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A Study on the National Government’ s Ryukyu Policy and
Delimitation of Ryukyu

Abstract: The Allies issued document “SCAP-N-677” in order to separate other countries’ territories
include Ryukyu occupied by Japan illegally from Japan after Second World War. The ROC government
planed to trust Ryukyu by China and American or by U. N at the first period after Second World War. The
Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Delegation to Japan of ROC recognized the delimitation of Ryukyu between
China and Japan when they were studying the policy toward Ryukyu. The ROC government once faced the
chance to choose policy to trust Ryukyu or recover the southern islands of Ryukyu in 1947  but it decided
to implement the strategy on the Ryukyu issue to declare for trusteeship outside while pursuing the recovery
on the inside. The KMT retreated to Taiwan in 1949. Lacking the necessary influence and power over the
international community the ROC government had to face the fact that it had lost the domination over
Ryukyu policy. Therefore Japan had the opportunity to control the Ryukyu Islands and Diaoyu Islands
completely.
